g WRAT 1S THE RACE OF FAITH
It is the race that the entire world is invited to by God, who provided a “training
map” for it, called the Bible. It is a race with all kinds of obstacles which God will
help us to overcome if we follow His path.
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o To be in a race you need to understand the rules:

You need to LEARN about God and about Yourself.

In the beginning, God created man to be like Himself, to display His wonderful
character within the world that He had made.

But the first man and woman that God created sinned by disobeying God, and
because of this all men are sinful. We are born sinful, wanting to do things our
way, not God’s way. We don’t display His character.

God’s character is perfectly good, so He hates sin. God loves us, but our sin
separates us from Him. The Bible says that sin must be punished, and the
punishment for sin is death — permanent separate

on from God.

To enter in the race, you need to take the first step:
ADMIT that you are a sinner, and that God is right.
God gave a promise for us to believe — that He would save us from sin.

We can’t take away our own sin, but God had a plan. He sent Jesus, His own
Son, to earth as a man, to be made in every way like us, except without sin.
Jesus always did what God wanted — He displayed His character perfectly. He
showed God'’s love for us in an amazing way.

Jesus died on the cross to take the punishment from God for our sin. Only Jesus
could take our punishment for sin because he was perfect.

God accepted Jesus’ sacrifice for our sin. Three days later, God raised Him back
to life and now Jesus lives forever in heaven with God.

To win the race you need to run with perseverance:

BELIEVE in Jesus and follow Him to the finish.
None of us can obey God perfectly like Jesus; we’re already sinners. But if you
believe that Jesus is the Son of God who died for your sins and rose again to life,
God will change you to display His character and one day you will be perfectly
like Him and live forever with Him in heaven.

When you decide to follow Jesus, He puts His Holy Spirit inside you to help you
become like Him and live a life that is pleasing to God.
